Section III 
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This section will go over the build of an adjustable cheek rest. This modification is not needed but will allow for you to 
customize your rifle to help increase accuracy.  

The Adjustable Cheek Rest 

Parts needed: 

Part Qty 

Lexan 8x6x0.125 

Threaded Rod #8-32-3” 

Brass Thumb Screws 4 

 

Lexan is easily heat molded with a propane torch. If lexan is over heated air bubbles will start to form. The only section that 
needs to be molded is the center fold of the cheek rest.  

 

Center fold that has been heat molded.  

 
For mounting the cheek rest space the mounting holes about 2 inches apart. The holes in the 
check rest will have to become slots.

Mounting Screws 
 
The mounting screws can be standard fasteners, but field adjustability will be lost.   
 
Thread a brass wing thumb screw on the end of the threaded rod so 2-3 threads protrude through the thumb screw. Tack 
weld on either side of the thumb screw. This now fixes the thumb screw in place, and the other end is free to move.
